Raising Awareness with Escapeline

All year groups took part in a one-hour workshop led by Rhys from
Escapeline, a charity that works to prevent child exploitation. These
sessions were designed to raise awareness among our students about
the risks posed by criminal exploitation, particularly around something
known as County Lines.

For parents who may be unfamiliar with the term, County Lines is when
gangs and organised criminal networks exploit children to transport
drugs and money between urban and rural areas - often across counties.
The young people targeted may be groomed and manipulated into
becoming involved, and this is sadly a growing concern nationally and,
at times, locally too.

Rhys' sessions were honest, informative, and age-appropriate. They
gave our pupils practical advice on how to stay safe and who to talk to if
they’re worried about themselves or someone else.
